A Piece of the Pi

Objective: Given manipulatives, the student will be able to discover pi and the circumference formula.
Materials: Sir Cumference and the Dragon of Pi, string, circular objects, ruler, bendable tape measure, copy of pages 3-13 from the book, calculator, chart for data, paper, colors, hole punch

Procedures:


Day One



-The teacher will read Sir Cumference and the Dragon of Pi. Stop at the 

potion (page 13).



-The teacher will prompt students to solve for the potion by measuring the 

objects using items found in the toolkit (string, circular objects, ruler, 

bendable tape measure, copy of pages 3-13, calculator, chart for data).

-The students will begin organizing the data into the chart.


Day Two



-Have students finish finding data and filling out their chart. (The chart 

should be checked by teacher before receiving paper and color materials.)

-Students will finish the story from where the teacher left off reading at the potion.


Day Three



-The students should make any final touches to their stories.



-The students will present their ending to the class.


Day Four



-The teacher will read the real ending to the story.



-The teacher will prompt a discussion on circumference, diameter, pi, and 

how to manipulate the formula.
